1) Swim BC/SNC/MSC Report

Keith will draft a summary on the issues related to qualifying times for distance events at Nationals.  Discussion was held on the “No False Start” rule.  MSABC Board supports the proposed rule change.  Discussion was held on kickboards and pull buoys for warm-up.  MSABC Board position is to allow kickboards and pull buoys in warm-up.  MSC has proposed allowing 400/800/1500 records in the different strokes.

Lindsey Patten is investigating a more simplified registration system that could be ready by end-Sept.  MSABC registrars have been informed not to take any further action and to stand by for direction.  New clubs have been formed.
